A permanently manned monitoring stafion used
to receive alarm signals from an alarm system.

A facility which allows selected detection circuits
fo generate a two fone sound when tfriggered.

All detection devices, (e.g. magnetic contacts,
movement sensors) are connected to detection
circuits. Each circuit is allocated a number which
identifies the detection device. For example, a
room protected by a movement sensor may be
"Circuit 1001", while a door protected by a
magnetic contract may be "Circuit 1002".

A signalling device fitted to the system which will
fransmit alarm information via the telephone line
fo the alarm receiving centre.

A process which allows the alarm system to e
remotely interrogated and programmed using a
computer and modem.

A means of entering a passcode which
generates a silent alarm via the signalling device
(if fitted) to a the alarm receiving centre.

A pre-set time delay to allow the user to enter the
protected area and access the remote keypad
without causing an alarm.

A record of system activity which is stored in
memory (maximum of 4000 events).

The route which must be used when enfering or
leaving the profected area when the alarm
system is being set.

An external push butfton switch used to complete
the setting of the alarm system.

A pre-set time delay to allow the user to leave the
protected area affer initiating the setting
procedure.

The door or detector used when leaving and
entering the protected area.

The stafe of the alarm system when it is protecting
all areas of the premises.

An alarm caused by the system being physically
interfered with.

A circuit that is monitored at all fimes.
To disarm one or more wards.

Persons allocated a passcode which allows
them to operate the alarm system.

A group of detection circuits that can be set or
unset independently of each other.




Overview Introduction

User Menus

The TS2500 allows up 1o 199 users to Operate
the alarm system, each user is assigned a
user type, passcode and ward access. User
001 is the master user which has a default
sefting of 5678.

The following user types are available:

This user type has access 1o all fours our user
menus and opfions. A master user is also a
global user which allows the user to set and
unset their assigned wards from any remote
keypad.

This user type has access to "User menu 1"
and"Usermenu 2". Amanager useris also a
global user which allows the user to set and
unset their assigned wards from any remote
keypad.

This user type has access to "User menu 1".A
stfandard global user is also a global user
which allows the user to set and unset their
assigned wards from any remote keypad.

This user type has access to "User menu 1".A
sfandard ward user can only set and unset
their assigned wards from a remote keypad
that is assigned 1o the same word(s) that they
are trying fo set/unset, Forexample if the user
is assigned fo wards A and B,and operates
the system from a keypad assigned only o
ward B. the user would only have the option
to set/unset ward B.

A
reset only user is also a global user type
which allows the user to reset 24hr alarms
from any remote keypad.

This user type does not have access 1o any
user menus nor can it be used o set and
unset the system. When this user code is
enfered a "Panic Alarm™ is fransmitted to the
alarm receiving centre and the external
sounder(s) and strobe light(s) are also
activated.

This user type operates in the same way as a
sfandard global wuser, but when fthe
passcode is used a silent "Panic Alarm" is
fransmiffed fo the alarm receiving centre,

NOTE: if enabled by your alarm company all
users can generate a "Duress" alarm by
entering their passcode with the first two
digits reversed (e.Q. for a passcode of 2580
enter 5280 to generate a "Duress" alarm).

This user type does not have access 1o any
user menus nor can it be used o set and
unset the system, When this user code is
entered it will Operate specific outputs which
in turn can be used to Operate an electric
door strike or similar,

This user type does not have access 1o any
user menus nor can it be used o set and
unset the system. When this user code is
entered it will isolate a predefined group of
detection circuits. When the code s
re-entered it will reinstate the group.

This user type operates in the same way as a
sfandard global user, except that it only
allows setting of wards.

This user type does not perform any
operation.

Wards that are assigned as auto set will
aufomatically be selected for setting when
choosing the "SET WARDS" opftion. If a ward is
not assigned as auto set the user is given the
choice 1o select the ward at the time of
seffing.

Wards that are assigned as auto unset will
aufomatically be selected for unsetting
when choosing the "UNSET WARDS" opfion. If
a ward is not assigned as auto unset the user
is given the choice to select the ward at the
time of unsetting.

Access to user menus is inifially defined by
the user type, e.g. the manager user has
access to user menus 1 and 2, and @
sfandard global user has access to user
menu 1 only. However, each user can be
customised so that individual opfions within
user menus are available or restricted, e.g.
user 002 could be given the inifial type of
standard ward, then customised 1o allow the
user fo access all user menus and options.
This would effectively create a master user
that can only set and unset their assigned
wards from aremote keypad that is assigned
fo the same ward(s) that they are trying o
set/unset.
